	During my contract in Betdaq (for six months, five times extended) I’ve been a member of the development team working on a new version of the existing online betting web application (www.betdaq.com). In the first two months I was researching the performance issues of the previous website version and suggesting how should it be re-implemented in a better way. It included all the aspects like client and server caching, saving request-response cycles, improving client and server performance, testing and analysis, preparing coding standards, refactoring and migration from ASP.NET 1.1 to 2.0.

In the second part of the contract (next six months) we were developing the new version of the site including the performance suggestions. We were using Microsoft SourceSafe as a source control and many web development tools for performance researching and debugging. 

In the third part of the contract (four months) we were fixing and improving the site, dealing with customers and implementing new features.

The next parts included adding functionality (third party web services, analysis components), communication with punter, proposing new features and trends

The web site was written in ASP.NET 2.0 and C# using XSLT transformations and AJAX (the exchanging formats were XML and JSON).

The manager was really satisfied with me and the initial contract length (six months) was extended five times with increased rating.

	During my second contract with Microsoft (for six months) I took out my own project. The goal was to create application for project scheduling and tracking. I made the analysis of the application in UML and then the development as well. The workflow of the application was following: in the beginning a project manager sets the start date, deadline, information about project and then starts the processing. Application contains a special algorithm (implemented by me) to find out the best project schedules. Project manager chooses the best one, modifies it (if necessary) and processing continues. After the modification is finished, the project is started and tracked. 

Application was made as a web application. It uses many web controls created for special purpose (project schedule calendar with “drag&drop” functionality, workflow visualization, etc…).

The analysis was made in UML in Enterprise Architect, application uses ASP.NET 2.0, JavaScript and SQL.Server 2005 as database.

My first commercial experience with NUnit was in Microsoft. I tested two applications (web and desktop application) in Visual Studio 2005 integrated testing system. I was testing some applications before but only for my own purposes.

I know ASP.NET very well (four years of experience), because I was working with this technology in Betdaq, Coaching Data, Microsoft and at the university (very often) as well. My dissertation and some non-commercial projects were written by me in this technology. 

PHP knowledge is very good. I was working for two companies in PHP and I was working with it before – my and friends’ pages, etc… (More than two years of experience).

My knowledge of SQL depends on the type of the database. I was working with SQL Server in Microsoft (2000 and 2005 as well), JERID, Coaching Data and we had SQL Server lessons as well (more than four years). 

I know Oracle only from the university (Oracle lessons) and I have non-commercial experience with it (one year of experience).

MySQL and PostgreSQL knowledge is very good, because I was working with these databases in Accessnet and Salus Services and on my own projects as well (more than two years).

	I created large e-shop in ASP.NET (bookshop). It was written in C# with MS Access database in Visual Studio 2003.

University Information System (SUZA) is a big web project. The development consisted of two milestones. 

At the first one, it was teamwork in a development team, where I was the leader (details about this stage are in “Organizational skills and competences”).

In the second milestone, I continued alone in development as my dissertation work and this system has been launched as information system of my department. Project was written in ASP.NET 1.1 initially and then migrated to 2.0. It uses web parts technology, AJAX ASP.NET and SQL Server 2005. Analysis was made in UML (and implemented as a three layer application).

I’ve created community portal. It’s my private non-commercial project called “Czechs in Ireland” developed in PHP and Firebird in background. Web site contains ability to add articles by users, upload images, inquiries creation, chat, etc. The client-server communication uses AJAX, Prototype and other well-known JavaScript libraries. The web site has been launched in the beginning of 2008 and is available on http://www.cesivirsku.com/
I work on 3D turn based strategy games. Currently in progress, first version should be released in next year. It uses 3D graphic engine Mogre and network engine RakNet. It’s written in .NET 2.0 (in C#).
